FMC Spending Plan Update: As of December 19, we have met and exceeded the amount 

needed to support committee work, church expenses, and our planned missions giving in our 

spending plan for 2021. Praise God! General offerings in 2021 to date have totaled $281,685, 

an average of $5,523 per week. To meet our budget plan of $273,755, we need $5,199 in 

offerings per week throughout the year. Combining offerings with other sources of income, the 

total received this year is $285,161. In celebration of this generosity, church Council is 

proposing that all remaining offerings for 2021 are designated to our Local Mission Initiative 

Fund in preparation for a future community service project.
